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MEDICATION POLICY

	This Policy is to encourage/support good communication between parents/staff, to assure the maximum safety/care in administering medication to children during their time at Whipperley Nursery.

· Medication will only be given to the person named on the medicine
· All medicines will be kept in their original containers
· A Medication form will be required to be signed by the parent/carer prior to any medication be administered/taken off the parent/carer. The form will be fully completed, jointly with the parent/carer.  Medication WILL NOT be given if this form is NOT signed.
· If any child refuses the medication it will be recorded and the parent will be telephoned to explain the child has refused the medication
· All medications WILL ONLY BE ADMINISTERED BY A FIRST AID TRAINED STAFF MEMBER and will be overseen by another member of staff.
· A separate Form is required for different types of medication
· The staff member will not exceed the stated dose on the instructions unless accompanied by a Doctor's letter.
· When a parent/carer drops off a child they will be asked if they have administered any medication to their child prior to brining him/her to Nursery, this is recorded, the parent/carer signature etc. is recorded.
· If a child falls ill during session with a temperature, a telephone call will be made to the parent seeking permission to administer Calpol. They will be asked to collect their child.  The child will be monitored in a quiet area until the parent collects. All relevant forms will be completed and signed
· We appreciate that Calpol can be used to alleviate other symptoms including teething pain, in this situation we will ask the parent to provide teething gels and crystals etc. rather than calpol where possible.
· If a child is brought to the Nursery and the Management/Supervisors deem the child to be unwell, they will ask the parent/carer to take the child home/doctors so the child can rest/or be given an appointment to be examined by the GP
· ALL NURSERY ROOMS HAVE A FIRST AID BOX ON THE WALL where certain medications may be kept i.e. Epi Pen.
· All medication must have the child's name clearly written and placed in the Medication box/fridge
· There are Medication/First Aid accessible boxes in ALL PLAYROOMS/KITCHIN.
· Expiry dates MUST be checked.
· The 1st dose of any medication i.e. Antibiotics should always be given at home, your child should then remain off Nursery for 24 hours, to allow sufficient time before the child returns to Nursery, to observe your child’s response to the medication you have given to him/her.
· Non Prescribed Medication that may be administered -
Antihistamines
Non Aspirin pain relievers
Sunscreens
Eye Ointment

Others under Management discretion
· Staff Medication MUST be stored in the Staff room Fridge in the bottom box (Not accessible to children) OR THEIR PERSONAL LOCKER
· HEALTH CARE PLANS may need to be completed with the parent/staff/any other professionals, prior to the child starting so we have a good understanding of the child’s medical requirements/needs.
· Children MUST NOT be brought into Nursery with any type of infection or illness i.e. Chicken Pox, Diarrhoea, conjunctivitis (Can be brought in after 24hrs with cream) etc.
· A risk assessment will be completed for any child who attends an outing that requires medication. A meeting will take place prior to the outing with the staff/parent
