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At WHIPPERLEY Day Nursery we provide a framework that our staff build on, to decide what they intend children to learn/develop and progress in the seven areas of Learning, focusing on early language and extending children’s vocabulary.

Intent -      what they intend to do

We provide a positive play environment for every child, so they may develop good social skills and an appreciation of all aspects of a multi-cultural society. We plan learning experiences to ensure, as far as practical, there is equality of opportunity for all children and a celebration of diversity.

We ensure that the classrooms are well resourced, and provide interesting and challenging experiences that meet the needs of all children. Planning is based on a STAFFS knowledge and understanding of how to promote the learning and development of young children and what they can achieve. Staff are guided by The Developmental Matters, which support staff about thinking about the BIG PICTURE of a child’s development/Learning at home/within the community and at Nursery. 
We implement the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) set by the Department for Education that sets standards to ensure all children learn and develop well. We support and enhance children’s learning and development holistically through play-based activities. We review all aspects of learning and development and ensure a flexible approach is maintained, which responds quickly to children’s learning and developmental needs. We develop tailor-made activities based on observations which inform future planning and draw on children’s needs and interests. This is promoted through a balance of activities guided by adults-led and child led opportunities both indoors and outdoors. 

We acknowledge parents as primary educators and encourage parental involvement. We build strong home links in order to enhance and extend children’s learning both within the nursery environment and in the child’s home.
