Our eco-warriors meet regularly to discuss initiatives to raise awareness of the environment and the three R’S – reduce, reuse and recycle – all of which helps to cut down on the amount of waste we throw away. They conserve natural resources, landfill space and energy. Plus the three R’S save land and money communities must use to dispose of waste in landfills.

REMEMBER, in nursery we are collecting old spectacles and old batteries we take to Specsavers, for recycling and developing countries – please send any you have into nursery. We have a box in the nursery so you can recycle any old batteries you have at home.
REMEMBER – When you have finished with you face mask please cut or pull off the strings, before you put them into the bin. Animals are chocking on discarded face masks they find on the pavements
Our eco-warriors meet with the children to discuss Eco problems and how we can all help, for example we are worried about litter – it can end up in the ocean, causing problems to the sea creatures or damage the environment for our wildlife, let’s not RUIN THEIR HABITATS .So we are making people aware of single use plastic, batteries and face masks and the problems they are causing in the environment
