The Garden is open ALL YEAR for up to 90 minutes (weather dependant) per session morning/afternoon to ensure children experience all types of weather conditions and seasons

The role of the Practitioner
· Staff are deployed to specific areas. Staff are responsible to set up/plan for these areas (Rota in place)
· Staff are responsible to plan for 45 minutes per session of daily outdoor physical activities recommended by the Family Food First 
· Staff are expected to call for assistance if they feel they have more than their ratio of children
· To support children's confidence in themselves and their developing skills as their tackle new experiences
· To Observe children and plan new exciting activities (CHILDREN'S INTERESTS) within their learning environment.
· Offer a wide range of resources which are monitored and refreshed to keep children safe and stimulated
· Be a good role model to children
· Within the outside area a varied opportunity of activities, i.e. paint,  mud kitchen, imaginative play, books, malleable materials, water and sand, secret garden
· Staff need to be motivated to make sure ALL CHILDREN are getting the most of their learning opportunities within the garden area.
· Headcounts taken once inside
· Cups/Water/Tissues MUST BE AVAILABLE
· NO SHOUTING raising voices
