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Toilet Training Policy

Whipperley Nursery aims to meet the developmental needs of each child within its care with regards to toileting.

If initiated at home, toilet training will be continued within the Nursery environment to maintain continuity, or will commence after discussion with the parent/carer or by staff who recognise symptoms which indicate the child’s readiness towards toilet training.

Children will be treated as individuals by all staff and toilet training will be initiated with consultation with parent/carers when a child shows awareness of his or her toilet needs rather than by a specific age.  If special toileting needs are necessary then a toilet schedule will be drawn up with the parent/carers.

Staff will adopt a positive reinforcement approach to each child who is toilet training, e.g. positively reinforcing success and minimising accidents.

Children will be offered the opportunity to go to the toilet or potty at intervals or if the child indicates his or her toileting needs.  All soiled or wet clothing will be as per the nappy changing policy including the toilets being checked and cleaned hourly.

The parent/carers will be informed of the child’s progress and any issues or areas of concern can be discussed between the staff and parent/carer.  Parent/carers will be fed back verbally or given a day-care sheet.

In the case of ‘Special Needs’ being identified, staff will use a visual clue for children to indicate the need to go to the toilet (and this will be included in the toilet schedule drawn up with the child’s parent/carer).

If a child’s toilet training is not successful (“goes backwards”) – the parent/carers will be advised to return the child to wearing a nappy/pull-ups, before re-introducing the toilet training again approximately two weeks later.
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
