Parent/carer updates

30 Hours Funding – If your child is in receipt of 30 funding, please can you reconfirm your eligibility before each of the following dates; 31st December 2025, 31st March 2026 & 31st August 2026.  Failure to do so will result in your child only being able to access their 15 hours universal entitlement.
Absence – If your child is absent, please telephone the nursery and explain the reason for their absence before 9.30am.  If your child has school dinner you WILL be charged unless you cancel their meal before 9.30am.
Warmer Weather – Due to warmer weather finally approaching please ensure your child is wearing appropriate clothing, no open toe shoes/flipflops are allowed.  Ensure your child has a sun hat and is wearing sun cream.  Please supply suncream for your child, as this will need to be applied thoughout the day.  All items must be labelled.
Calpol – In the event of you administering your child Calpol, YOU MUST NOT bring your child into nursery, as this may mask an underlining illness.  If your child is issued antibiotics, please allow 24 hours from their first dose before they return to nursery, if they are still unwell after 24 hours, please keep them off from nursery until they are well enough to return.
