We always allow children extra space and time, patience and support. We acknowledge and 
celebrate the skills children have in their home language, as we believe this promotes confidence
 in their own abilities and raises their self esteem. 

Picture exchange cards are available as a visual aid for children, to assist them to be inclusive 
with learning/play. 

Staff will:
Use gestures, facial expressions. 
Speak to the child frequently for reassurance
Speak the child's name regularly and positively
Seek advice/help if needed from another member of staff (If they speak the same language as 
the child)
Provide appropriate resources
Find out about the child's home language and what the child likes  (Home Visit or Induction)
Work with the parent
Ask parent for some key words to help the child settle
Observe, plan, and track  the child and plan for their individual needs
Seek advice if needed from outside agencies


Staff will work alongside parents for the best possible outcomes for the children and put into place any additional needs the child may have
