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SETTLING IN


Statement of intent

We want children to feel safe, stimulated and happy in the Nursery and to feel secure and comfortable with staff.  We also want parent/carers to have confidence in their children’s well-being and their role as active partners with the Nursery

Aim

We aim to make the Nursery a welcome place where children settle quickly and easily because consideration has been given to the individual needs and circumstances of children and their families i.e. staff are here to help translate and understand parent/carers who speak, Urdu, Punjabi, Italian, Sinhalese  (Sri Lankan) etc. 

*	Before a child starts to attend the Nursery, we use a variety of ways to provide his/her parent/carers with information.  These include Induction days for every child  . Every child has a home visit from 2 qualified staff.  Written information (including our prospectus and policies) which are offered in other home languages , displays about Nursery activities, information days and evenings and individual meetings with parent/carers.
*	During the half-term before a child is enrolled, we provide opportunities for the child and his/her parent/carers to visit the Nursery
*	When a child starts to attend, we work with his/her parent/carers to decide on the best way to help the child settle  i.e. toilet training . 
*	We allocate a key person to each child and his/her family, before she/he starts to attend; the key person welcomes and looks after the child and his/her parent/carers at the child’s first session.
· Within the first term of starting the Nursery staff will meet with the parent/carers to discuss their child’s settling in progress as this is on-going.
· Home visits take place for every child
· Parent/carers receive A Home to School Book to communicate with staff
· Information may be given from other Nurseries if a child has attended another setting
